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Description

The Doctoral School of Applied Cognitive Psychology is centered on the development of
advanced research programs in cognitive psychology applied in health, education and work. The
main objectives of this Doctoral School reside in improving the theoretical and empirical
knowledge, in the national and international dissemination of the results, and in ensuring that the
practice of psychology is evidence-based.

The Doctoral research themes are mainly focused on the primary domains: health, vulnerability
and risk, respectively intervention, prevention and development, approached through the
perspective of cognitive sciences. The transfer of knowledge and research abilities is ensured by
the courses, conferences, workshops, individual meetings or debates in the groups of interests.
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
