SUMMARY OF THE HABILITATION THESIS

The habilitation thesis titled New Directions in the Study of Romanian Literature outlines
my academic and teaching initiatives undertaken since obtaining my PhD (2010), as well as my
career development plan. On the one hand, it presents the scientific activities carried out to date,
which have materialized in the publication of scholarly works and the development of research
projects. On the other hand, the thesis offers details regarding the directions I intend to pursue
through individual research and the design of team projects that will include and stimulate the

activity of future PhD students.
The thesis focuses on the following key areas:
1. The evolution of my academic and teaching career, structured on several levels:

1.1. Professional training — includes the attainment of a BA in Philology from Babes-
Bolyai University (Faculty of Letters, Romanian-English specialization), an MA in the program
The History of Images, the History of Ideas at the same faculty, and a PhD in Philology.
Postdoctoral studies were completed through a two-year research fellowship within the program

Valuing Cultural Identities in Global Processes, under the auspices of the Romanian Academy.

I have published 3 single-author volumes, coordinated 3 collective volumes, and co-

authored 8 foundational works — 7 of which were edited under the auspices of the Romanian



Academy. I am the co-author of 7 volumes of national or international thematic studies, [ have
coordinated 6 thematic issues of scholarly journals, and published 36 academic articles in
journals indexed in Web of Science / Scopus / ERIH PLUS or in university/academy annals and
other scientific collective volumes. I have also authored over 200 essays or articles on literary

topics in cultural journals (not internationally indexed, but with ISSN).

My critical
work has also been acknowledged through awards granted by Romanian cultural institutions or

associations.
